ELIGIBILITY:

Eligibility is limited to teams of 4 to 6 individuals per team. One team member must be the live model for the design.

EXPECTATIONS:
Fashion students will be expected to create a one of kind apparel item (dress, pants, shirt or skirt) on a live model using
non-traditional items.
Teams will present their designs after the competition on stage to show off their designs.
SCOPE OF CONTEST:
e Students will be given several unconventional items to choose from to create a one of kind outfit on a live model
from their team.
e Students will be given about an hour to complete their design.
e Students can bring sketches with them to the competition of a design they wish to make.
IMPORTANT INFORMATION:
Students will enter as a team of 4 to 6 individuals per team, one student will be required to be the live model.
Teams may bring with them a sketch of a design they would like to create for the competition.
After the competition the teams will be judged and awards will be handed out at the award ceremony.

Models must participate with their team in a small fashion show at the awards ceremony.
